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Start at  the Student Centre
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Located on the ground level of the Chadwick Building in the Main Quad, the Student Centre has a walk-in enquiry service which brings together staff from different teams in  the UCL Student Advisory and Events Service to answer students' questions - or to tell you where you can go for an answer. For opening times see  http://www.ucl.ac.uk/current-students/student-centre.
The service covers:
· any queries you may have about your student record

· submission of research degree theses (viva and final copies)

· enrolment (outside of opening of session)

· any queries you may have about graduation ceremonies

· study abroad queries for UCL students

· international student support.

Nearby

· The Wilkins Building makes up three sides of the Main Quad. On the remaining side are the Chadwick and Pearson buildings separated by the Front Lodge (entrance from Gower Street).

· Opposite the entrance to the Quad is a huge flight of stone stairs leading to an enormous door - which is locked. To enter the Wilkins building, use one of the ground floor doors instead.

· A bit of orientation - if you're at the Gower Street entrance facing the stone stairs and you look to the left, that's North towards Euston.

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The entrance to the Main Library is inside the Wilkins building, next to the Octagon.

A word about your Library account

· Self-service? Certainly! At the Eastman and Science Libraries you can borrow books using the self-service machines. You can also renew and reserve books online. 

· Logging in? Enter the barcode number on your UCL ID card. Next enter your PIN, which (unless you change it) is 4 digits based on the day and month of your birthday. For example 15th March is 1503.

· Need a Library induction? Definitely worth doing. Ask at the Library.

Good to know

· Elsewhere on this tour we give you information about using printers and computers at UCL.

· To keep up with the latest Main Library news, follow @UCL_Main_Lib on Twitter. They are very friendly and responsive - you'll find out all kinds of interesting facts, like why the Classics section sometimes smells of baking.

· There are printers and photocopiers here, if you're paper-inclined - further information at at http://www.ucl.ac.uk/isd/students/workrooms/printing

· There are DVD and VHS video players here.

· There's a drinking fountain tucked away on the 2nd floor at the end of the History corridor towards the Dutch reading room. It's a scenic route, but the actual fountain is a little shallow for a duck like me.

· The Old Refectory - don't try to get lunch here because these days its a conference room between the North and South Cloisters.

· The Jeremy Bentham Room - aka JBR - is usually an open student study space where you can sit at tables and use wifi. It's located up a short flight of steps between North and South Cloisters.

You're with Jeremy Bentham.
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Jeremy Bentham resides in a cabinet on the ground floor of the South Junction close to the Provost's office.

You are looking at his preserved skeleton, dressed in his own clothes. Before you run from the building to summon the police, please be reassured that this is exactly what Jeremy Bentham requested in his will. It is called the Auto-Icon. Its head is made of wax - UCL Archaeology looks after his real head in climate-controlled conditions.

Famously, the Auto-Icon attends meetings of the College Council. Its presence is said to be recorded in the minutes with the words "Jeremy Bentham - present but not voting".

Good to know
· UCL has an project which is often described as 'Benthamite Propaganda' - and Jeremy Bentham needs YOU to get involved. His scribes are tweeting. (you have to hand it to the man - he takes to new technology like a duck to water).

· Note that the names of a few places in and around UCL contain 'Jeremy Bentham' - don't get confused between the pub, the room and the man in the cabinet.

· If you can't get enough of Jeremy Bentham in person, you can also play with him online.

· The nearest set of stairs will take you down to the South Junction with its shops and nearby eateries.

· The offices of the Provost and Vice-Provosts (the Senior Management of UCL) are in the vicinity.

· An exit to a corner of Main Quad.

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Lost and Found Property is located in the Security Operations Centre, Foster Court, Malet Place. This is where you can claim found property - to report lost property, you usually complete and email a form which you can find at http://www.ucl.ac.uk/estates/security/lost-property/

Good to know

· Around 10 items a week are reported lost or stolen - most are laptops, mobile phones, and bicycles.

· The staff of Lost and Found Property have plenty of stories. For example, students often leave their possessions unattended in UCL Libraries because they think that they are safe behind security systems. Many students also suppose that UCL has insurance against the loss or theft of student property.

· Neither of these assumptions is right - UCL is a public campus so it's important to keep your possessions with you at all times.

It's a world-class collection of Egyptian and Sudanese archeology, particularly famous for 'firsts' such as early linen from Egypt, early monumental sculpture, part of the earliest calendar, the first worked iron beads, and the first wills.

· Current computer availability across campus? The UCL Go app (http://www.ucl.ac.uk/isd/students/mobile/ucl-go) lets you check on your mobile device which computers are free around campus.

· Which computers? The ground floor computers are available to all, the mezzanine is silent study with 74 workstations reserved for postgraduates.

As a new student, you'll be instructed to collect your first UCL ID card from a different place - but if you lose that then you come here for a replacement (the first replacement is free, but you're charged for subsequent ones).

For 12 weeks of each year it is reserved for student performances - the rest of the time it's run like a West End theatre hosting a varied programme of comedy, drama, music and dance.

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The University College London Union Rights & Advice Centre is located on the 1st floor at 15 Gordon Street - that's the same building as Bloomsbury Theatre (other UCLU services are further north at 25 Gordon Street).

The Rights & Advice Centre is a support service and a central point to obtain advice including:

· Academic - such as a Code of Conduct for Students, or information about what to do about examination irregularities

· Consumer - guidance for consumer problems

· Employment - such as who can work, and legal and contractual factors

· Financial difficulties - such as hardship funding

· Housing - such as finding accommodation, council tax exemption and housing law

· Immigration - staff offer specialist guidance for students from overseas

· Fortnightly legal service

· Small loans - may be available if you have exhausted other avenues

· Bringing a packed lunch? You are welcome to eat it in the Refectory and any other campus eatery. Some larger departments also have student common rooms, and there are informal hubs and study spaces including the Jeremy Bentham Room.

· Cooking on a budget?  Some pointers. Consider pooling your budget with flatmates. See Student Cooking TV, which is a partnership between many UK universities. There's also 'A Girl Called Jack' and her 'Below the line recipes' and along the same lines, 'The Skint Foodie'.  Food Cycle, where some UCL students volunteer, has good budget recipes. Use these keywords to find more information on the Web.

· Kosher? Halal? Vegan? UCLU provides certified sandwiches. There's also a lot of variety beyond UCL - UCLU Vegetarian Society, Islamic Society, Jewish Society, Hindu Society and Buddhist Society can also offer guidance about eating in the vicinity.

· Special diet for health reasons? For information contact Chartwells and UCLU.

· Short of money and food? In the very short term you can eat for free at lunchtimes outside SOAS (Thornaugh Street) thanks to the charity Food For All. And as soon as possible, consult UCL's resources on accessing hardship funding - http://www.ucl.ac.uk/current-students/money/

· The covered walkway has a door onto a staircase and lift which leads up to the Jeremy Bentham Room, one of UCL's group study spaces.

· The Roof Garden is up some metal stairs at the Bloomsbury Theatre end of the covered walkway - you can sit and relax there, and there's an entrance to the South Cloisters near the Main Library.

· The Quaker Meeting House cafe and restaurant 173-177 Euston Road (opposite Euston station) gives a 10% discount for UCL students.

· Chartwells also runs the Engineering Cafe and the van in the Main Quad.

· UCLU's four cafes are The Print Room Cafe, The George Farha Cafe, The Bloomsbury Cafe and Gordon's Cafe.

You've pounced on the Grant Museum!
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The Grant Museum is part of the Rockefeller Building on 21 University Street. Entrance is free of charge - take a look inside. For opening times and more information, see http://www.ucl.ac.uk/museums/zoology

Established in 1827 it's the only remaining university zoological museum in London and houses over 68,000 skeletal, taxidermy and wet specimens.

It's very hard to preserve marine invertebrates, which makes the specimens close to the entrance extremely interesting. Have a look - can you tell how they did it?

The Extinct & Endangered display includes a quagga, extinct in 1883. There's also a famous jar of moles. For more highlights see the museum's top ten objects.

· Across the road is a fine red-bricked example of Victorian gothic revival. Originally a hospital, the shape that gave the Cruciform Building its name was intended to allow light and air onto the wards. These days it's part of the School of Medicine but it retains some beautiful flooring, glazed bricks and decorative tiles. Its architect Alfred Waterhouse also designed the Natural History Museum.

· There are several teaching hospitals in the vicinity, all specialising in different conditions.

· Do you like pubs? The Jeremy Bentham (not to be confused with the JBR) is down the road at number 31 University Street.

Health Centre
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UCL Health Centre, also referred to as Gower Place Practice, is an NHS general practice located on UCL campus at 3 Gower Place.

Here you can access general health care, a contraceptive service, and a dental service.

Students have particular health care needs and this practice is specialised in these. It accepts patients from a wider area than other general practices, which means that you can stay registered throughout your course and don't have to find a new doctor and dentist whenever you change your address.

You have found the Wolfson Study
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The Wolfson Study is a social study space located within the UCLU building on the corner of Gordon Street and Gower Place.
